This
would enable them to be selfemployed.

2. Sanitation: We will provide the home with sanitary products such as Dettol,Lizol.Also to help them get an ease from mosquitoes
and houseflies we will give them giving mosquito nets. We are planning to distribute blankets and monkey caps as well.




10. Sanitation was provided at the old age home for improving hygiene.

Old Age home is a home at Tukaram Gate, consisting of 30 old people and run by
Ms.M.K Kamalamma. The inmates there live in a very poor condition and need all the
help they can. Street-cause members provided and installed a tarpulin sheets on the
roof to shelter them better as water leaks inside the home when it rains.They also
replaced yellow-filament bulbs with CFL bulbs as they consume lesser electricity and
last longer.Saris, Bed-sheets and other linen items, Sanitary items , Medical items for
their daily care

11. Donations were made for the Srikakulam and Kerala Flood relief camps.

Team of Street Cause-GRIET came to the aid of Kerala flood victims especially
women by giving them sanitary napkins. We took up this form of help as it was one of
the major concern. We accepted donations from the team and bought 215 packets of
sanitary napkins which were airlifted.
